Ever since 1999, when it was published for the first time,
informational brochure of the Constitutional Court of Bosnia
and Herzegovina has been a publication of uniform form and
content offering a brief overview of the Constitutional Court
presented to the public and other institutions in Bosnia and
Herzegovina and abroad. The publication contains selected
provisions of the Constitution of Bosnia and Herzegovina and
the Rules of the Court on the jurisdiction and procedure as well
as the composition of the Court with brief CVs of the judges.
It also contains basic information about the administrative and
professional services of the Court as well as other relevant
information that comprise informational and archival records
(relevant information, pictures etc.). These have not only current
but also long-term historical relevance.

The practice to date has been to publish a new publication
whenever a change in Court composition or management.
This was at least once every three years (the term of office
of president and vice-presidents of the Court) and sometimes
more often.

While the previous issues have not been numbered, a review
of the total number has revealed that this is the 11" issue. The
previous issues were published in, respectively, 1999, 2006,
2007, 2008, 2011, 2013, 2015, 2018, 2021 and 2024.

The concept and scope of the publication were maintained
for the most part over the years, with the circulation varying
depending on the assessment and needs. The issues were

The introductory text always written by the Court presidents
essentially gives a brief comment on the social context in and
around the Constitutional Court, stressing the role of the Court as
the guardian of the Constitution and an institutional guarantor of
human rights and fundamental freedoms. In addition, we again
point to the difficulties faced by the Constitutional Court in the
last two years for not sitting in full composition caused by the
refusal of the relevant body of the Republika Srpska to select
the two new judges from that Entity. This prevents the work
of the Grand Chamber and the Chamber of the Constitutional
Court, which, in turn, undermines the Court’'s work efficiency at
an alarming rate and further jeopardises the constitutional and
Convention rights of the citizens of Bosnia and Herzegovina.
For these reasons, irrespective of the cause of a vacant judicial
position, the selection of these judges has always been a prime
obligation and responsibility, without delay or any conditions
attached.

As already decided, this informational brochure will be the
last issue in this form. It, along with the ones previously
published, will become the publishing and archival legacy of
the Constitutional Court as a valuable document and source.
Starting next year and the first relevant change that would
be recorded and documented,
it will be replaced by a special
annual publication combining an
abridged annual report on the
work of the Constitutional Court
and the previous informational
brochures. The goal is to
present to the public in a more
contemporary manner everything
that, may be of interest to those
interested in the work of the
Court.

a) Four members shall be selected
by the House of Representatives of
the Federation, and two members by
the Assembly of the Republika Srpska.
The remaining three members shall be
selected by the President of the European
Court of Human Rights after consultation
with the Presidency.

b) Judges shall be distinguished jurists
of a high moral standing. Any eligible voter
so qualified may serve as a judge of the
Constitutional Court. The judges selected
by the President of the European Court
of Human Rights shall not be citizens
of Bosnia and Herzegovina or of any
neighboring state.

c) The term of judges initially appointed
shall be five years, unless they resign or
are removed for cause by consensus of
the otherjudges. Judges initially appointed
shall not be eligible for reappointment.
Judges subsequently appointed shall
serve until age 70, unless they resign or
are removed for cause by consensus of
the other judges.

d) For appointments made more than
five years after the initial appointment of
judges, the Parliamentary Assembly may
provide by law for a different method of
selection of the three judges selected by
the President of the European Court of
Human Rights.

From 1979 to 1982, he was employed in TeSanj Municipality first as
an intern, then as an officer responsible for organizing and promoting the work of administrative bodies and in charge of normative
activities. From 1982 to 1990, he was the Head of the Office of Self-Governance and Legal Affairs in Energoinvest, Enker, TeSanj. From
1991 to 1993, he was the President of the Executive Board of TeSanj Municipality. From 1990 to 2006 he served as a representative
in the legislative bodies of Bosnia and Herzegovina (Assembly of S/RBiH, etc.), actively involved in expert/legal working bodies. He
was a member of regular or ad hoc commissions dealing with constitutional matters. He has taken part in many conferences on the
topic of constitutional issues in Bosnia and Herzegovina. From 2007 until his appointment to the office of Judge of the Constitutional
Court of BiH, he practised as a lawyer in Sarajevo. He is also an authorised mediator. He pursued his professional development in
the country and abroad in the following subject areas: judicial reform, application of the European Convention for the Protection of
Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms, law drafting, criminal, civil and other proceedings, international humanitarian law, etc. He
is a co-author of the Law Drafting Manual as a part of the Judicial Development Project in Bosnia and Herzegovina. He was engaged
as a consultant in drafting a number of systemic laws and other regulations. He is a long-standing member of the Committee of Bar
Examiners at the level of Bosnia and Herzegovina and examiner in the subject of Constitutional System and Organisation of Judiciary

na propisanim iznimkama. Posebna paznja posvecena je
proaktivnoj transparentnosti, $to podrazumijeva da Sud, na
vlastitu inicijativu i tamo gdje je to izvodivo, na svojoj internetskoj
stranici redovito objavljuje i azurira informacije iz svog djelokruga
rada s ciliem poticanja informiranog sudjelovanja javnosti u
svezi s pitanjima od javnog interesa. Internetska stranica USBiH
kontinuirano se nadopunjuje i unapreduje novim sadrzajima,

The work of the Constitutional Court shall be public.

(--)

The public shall be excluded, in the proceedings before the
Constitutional Court, from the working sessions, except for a
public hearing.

(Articles 13 and 14 of the Rules of the Constitutional Court)

Considering the fact that the public aspect of work and public
relations are crucial segments for the functioning of the
Constitutional Court, the Court continuously improves this
area. In May 2024, a new Rulebook on Access to Information
and Reuse of Documents of the Constitutional Court was
adopted, with the fundamental principle that all information
is considered open and public, unless its non-disclosure is
fully justified and based on exceptions in accordance with
regulations. Special attention is given to proactive transparency,
which means that the Court, on its own initiative and where
feasible, regularly publishes and updates information related to
its scope of work on its website to encourage informed public
participation on matters of public interest. The website of the
CC BiH is continuously being supplemented and improved with
new content such as: case law in all its segments (decision
search, case law overview, implementation of decisions,
abstract review of constitutionality), administrative operations
(planning documents, reports, public procurement, tenders),
news, publishing activity (Court publications), etc. The Court’s
publications are also published in printed form.

The website is focused on communication with the public,
including appellants, lawyers, judicial institutions, and the
media. In order to enable faster, simpler, more cost-effective,
and efficient operations and exchange of documents and
information, electronic communication has been established in
two forms: limited scope electronic communication (conducted
via email) and full scope electronic communication (facilitated
through a dedicated web application). Additionally, electronic
communication via email is available to all other physical and
legal persons.

The Secretariat of the Constitutional Court of Bosnia and
Herzegovina (hereinafter: the Secretariat) shall assist the
Constitutional Court in performing its professional and other
duties.

Departments, the work scope of which shall be established by
a Decision on the Organization of the Secretariat taken by the
Constitutional Court sitting in plenary, shall be formed within the
Secretariat.

The Secretariat shall be managed by the Secretary General who
shall assist the Constitutional Court in the performance of its
functions and be responsible for the organization and activities
of the Secretariat under the authorization of the President of the
Constitutional Court.

In addition to the Secretary General of the Constitutional Court,
the most complex professional duties relating to exercising of
the rights and duties of the Constitutional Court shall be carried
out by the Registrar, Heads of Departments, Head of Office of
the President of the Constitutional Court, Assistant Secretary
General of the Constitutional Court, legal advisors to the judges
who are appointed and dismissed by the plenary Court.

President Mirsad
Ceman participated at the VI Congress of this organisation
held in Madrid in October 2025. Cooperation between the
Constitutional Court of BiH and the Venice Commission began
in 1997, only to intensify in 2002 when BiH became a member
of the Council of Europe. In November 2024, representatives of
the Constitutional Court of BiH participated at the 215 meeting
of the Joint Council for Constitutional Justice of the Venice
Commission held in Yerevan, Armenia.

At the beginning of every year the European Court of Human
Rights (ECTHR) organises opening of the judicial year. In 2025,
Ms. Valerija Gali¢, Vice-President of the Constitutional Court
of BiH, participated at the seminars and the solemn hearing
ceremony of the ECtHR to mark the opening of the judicial year.

As part of bilateral cooperation, a delegation of the Constitutional
Court of BiH paid a study visit to the United Kingdom (UK)
in March 2023. During its visits the delegation met with Lord

THE SEAT OF THE
CONSTITUTIONAL COURT OF BiH

The seat of the Constitutional Court is situated in the building of
the Presidency of Bosnia and Herzegovina located in the centre
of Sarajevo.

The Presidency building was built in 1886 according to the
design of architect Josip Vanca$ as the building of the National
Government. This initiated an intensive construction of public
buildings in Sarajevo.

Emergence of historicism and eclecticism is a characteristic
feature of the architecture of Bosnia and Herzegovina from the
Austro-Hungarian period. The European styles were interpreted
while a special care was given to the autochthonous architecture
of an oriental style.

The building of the Presidency of Bosnia and Herzegovina was
built in the neo-renaissance style which is at the same time
classical, universal and symbolic and the most appropriate
style for the construction of public buildings of importance for
the country. The design of Josip Vanca$ was inspired by the
great Florentine palaces with facades decorated with rustically
embossed quadrants and archivolts around the windows.

The total area of the building is 3,082 square meters including
a total of 203 rooms, two-floor Ceremonial Hall and an inner
courtyard. The original design of this building was changed in
1911 when, according to the decision of the Bosnian Parliament
and new design of architect Karlo Parzik, a third floor was built,
which presently houses the Constitutional Court of Bosnia and
Herzegovina.
